 At the end of the meeting participants were asked how they plan to take forward their own work in this area. 
· Barbara wants to follow up with PLAN on how they are documenting impacts of multiple use systems

· Patrick wants us to think about how we may present the groups work at the 4th world water forum, and how we can scale up our findings (through trainings etc) with partner and other organisations

· Derick is thinking about how embed the good policy framework in South Africa in practice and how conceptual capital can be developed

· Gugsa wonders how we are going to scale up activities in this area

· Amsalu is going to work with PLAN offices in 10 countries which have developed action plans relating to multiple use services, and wants to strengthen capacities for this work by linking to other organisations

· Daudi is going to work on action planning in Kenya. They had earlier help from IWMI and IRC and expect more help from the group to make water productive

· Sohrab is going to try and help internalise, harmonise and document work within PLAN and in the next PLAN global meeting productive uses of water will have space and action plans will be revisited. He wants to be more active.

· Mike wonders how after we have learnt about learning alliances and the potential for conflict to be a driver of change, how we can we be truthful and learn from conflicts and differences of opinion within our own learning alliances.
· Sawaeng is interested in the ideas about how to document current use (e.g. from Colombia) and wants to do something similar

· Bernard wants to take forward and scale up MUS ideas as part of a capacity building institution
· Michiko will do fieldwork on MUS in Ethiopia and will look at impact of improved water access on women in particular

· Tom wonders about the MUS idea and the implications: 1) it is perhaps a threat to sanitation and hygiene interests while making water engineers very happy, 2) productive uses (trees, backyard gardens) may easily take on a greening focus while income generation and market issues get neglected.

· Ines is working to answer questions from the field in Colombia relating to MUS and getting technical and design norms changed to accommodate small-scale productive uses.

· Ben will do more talking than listening next time, and wonders how to take forward these ideas at a time of conflict in Sudan. Perhaps later?

· Eva says the GWP-West Africa dialogue on IWRM is focusing on WASH and is keen on MUS. He will work on more advocacy.

· Nynke liked that case studies were the main topic, but would like to hear more about irrigation systems also being used for domestic supply next time.

· Stef likes the case studies since these make it apparent that the contexts of MUS in different places is very variable
· Henk found the meeting useful and will continue to be involved, but wants the group to think about its objectives and challenged them to focus more on rural systems and application of household level technologies.

· John will continue to help facilitate the group and a longer two-day meeting will be organised in the Autumn 2005.
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
